Support for education in Tanzania can come in many ways.
Even the smallest of donations can improve the lives of those
caught in the educational famine in Tanzania. 

• One dollar a day could support a child’s high school
education for one year. The cost of school in Tanzania is
often beyond what many parents or guardians can
afford, it would be a small donation here, but one that
would be life-changing in Tanzania. 

• $480/year, could support one theology student at the
Lutheran Institute Kiomboi.  

• $300/year, could support one parish worker or evangelist
at the Lutheran Institute Kiomboi.  

• Additional support could sponsor education to train
qualified teachers for the Lutheran Secondary Schools in
the Central Diocese.

•$200 could cover all costs for a teacher from the Central
Diocese to attend valuable workshops held at the
Mwangaza Center in Arusha each summer.

•Contributions as small as $10 would help purchase
government textbooks, a resource desperately needed
but in short supply in Tanzania.

About Tanzania
Located in East Africa, Tanzania is a country of
roughly 37 million people. Apoverty stricken
country, Tanzania is unable to provide enough
schools to educate its millions of children. Many of
the schools which do exist, lack adequate

materials and facilities. Only 12 percent of the population
completes secondary school with a tiny one percent moving on
to university. 

Schools
Schools in Tanzania look much
different from those in America. Most
lack the technical resources that we
enjoy; some lack the basics of running
water and electricity that we take for
granted.  In some cases the facilities
are boarding schools where children
are sent to be educated. Often far
from home and without the care of
relatives, these students face
increased challenges in their desire
for education. 

Resources
Resources are few in many places and students will often be
asked to share textbooks. In some cases up to six or eight
pupils share one copy of a book. Likewise, the supplements
and additional materials may be unavailable. Poster board,
markers, colored pencils, maps, diagrams, periodic tables,
chemicals, lab equipment and other supplies do not exist in the
way we are accustomed.  

Language Struggles
Communication provides an additional challenge as secondary

schools in Tanzania are taught in
English. This is the third language for
many students and teachers and the
difficulties are many as individuals
struggle to comprehend new concepts
and ideas. Instructors themselves may

struggle with material within their content area due to language
issues and may need additional guidance in some areas. 

Teachers
Although gains have been made, Tanzania still struggles to find
qualified teachers to fill positions in ELCTschools. Many
teachers working with students have little or no training;
background in lesson planning and implementation, classroom
management, assessment and other key educational elements
are missing for many Tanzanian educators. 

Work of the Synod
Although the challenges are many, the people of Southeastern
Minnesota Synod have done
much to improve the educational
situation in Tanzania through their
generous donations and partner
congregation programs.

There is much still to be done.
